These are not the usual commercial CDs but a special format known as DIASY (Digital Accessible Information Systems), which allows the reader random access by chapter, page and paragraph. This will need a different type of playback machine to the one currently being used by members. The new format will greatly enhance reading enjoyment and will be provided free of charge to registered members.*
